The BOCC finds the
record shows that the Appellant failed to establish by clear and convincing
evidence that the nonconforming use was not discontinued in excess of one year.



CONCLUSIONS

OF LAW: The BOCC is authorized to act on this matter pursuant to Chapters 125 and 163,
Florida Statutes. Accordingly, after public hearing and testimony, being fully
advised in the record, and based upon competent substantial objective evidence,
the BOCC makes the following specific conclusions of law:

1.  Because the Appellant failed to establish by clear and convincing
evidence that the nonconforming use was not discontinued for a
period exceeding one year, the Administrative Official’s
determination should be aftirmed.

ACTION: After due public notice and based upon the entire record in this matter, including
the findings of fact and conclusions of law above, the BOCC hereby AFFIRMS the
Administrative Official’s determination.
