WHEREAS, known as a GOLD STAR FAMILY, flags or banners with a gold star
are often displayed by the family to make others aware of the sacrifice their family member
has made and to honor their service to our country, and sadly, additional starts are |
sometimes added to represent each military member who died should the family suffer more
than one loss; and

WHEREAS, Tribute To The Troops ® (TTTT) was founded by singer and songwriter
Rockie Lynn in 2004, and its mission is to honor, treasure, and remember the sacrifices of
the nation’s post 9/11 Fallen Heroes and their families, and they additionally established the
Fallen Heroes’ Children’s Education Fund to provide financial assistance to the surviving
children; and

WHEREAS, the ceremony for SPC Justin Dean Coleman, US Army will be held on
November 12, 2022, at Veterans of Foreign Wars “VFW” Post 9236 located at 3435 Shoal

Line Boulevard, Hernando Beach, FL 34607 and will provide the opportunity to honor the
Fallen Service Member’s families and to let them know their loss will never be forgotten.
